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2. Wiring instructions 

2.1 Connect the LCD video wall cable, power supply, network cable, audio, ground cable, signal 

source to the DTMY video wall controller to realize audio and video output. 

2.2 Each card slot of the processor is printed with "SLOT A, SLOT B, SLOT C, SLOT D...", the card 

slots are arranged in alphabetical order, and each card slot is printed with "IN" and "OUT" ", In this 

way, the input (IN) and the output (OUT) can be distinguished; it can also be distinguished according 

to the color of the lamp post under each card slot. The green light is the input (IN) and the blue light 

is the output (OUT); as shown in the following figure: 

 

 

 

 

 

 

2.3 The output line of the LCD video wall must correspond to the output port sequence of the 

DTMY video wall controller one to one, as shown in the figure below:

2.4 Connect the software (see chapter 5), after setting the screen output (see chapter 7), the 

wiring sequence of the output ports will appear on the virtual screen of the software, as shown in 

the figure below; follow the wiring sequence on the software to connect the large screen output line 

to the processor The corresponding output port is sufficient. 
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3. Installing the client software 

Copy the client software installation package WtyController_VX.X.X_setup from the U disk to 

the computer, and then double-click the installation package and click Next to complete the 

installation. 

4. Network settings 

4.1 Connect the processor and the computer directly with a network cable, or connect both to the 

same switch or router 

4.2 The factory IP address of the processor is 192.168.1.XX, and the computer IP must be set to 

192.168.1.XX. The computer and the processor must be in the same network segment. 

5. Software connection 

Open the software; click “Connect”; connect to the new host; a login dialog box pops up; enter 

the processor IP; user name (admin); password is blank.  

You can also select the automatically searched processor IP (see the figure below) to log in 

controlling software. 
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6. Device activation 

After logging in to the software, the first time the device needs to be activated, the temporary 

activation code is :888888; after activation, the activation time can be viewed in the system-

system information.

7. Switching language

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8. Screen output setting

9. Source display 

9.1 Connect the signal source to the input port of the processor through the cable, and the signal 

source can be automatically identified. 

9.2 There are two ways to dray the source on the screen 

9.2.1 Double-click the signal source with the mouse or drag the signal source to the specified 

window position, as shown below: 
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9.2.2 Click “Layout”, choose to open the window on a single screen or the whole screen, and you 

can complete the quick window.

9.3 The window changes in several ways

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10. Scenes

20.1 Connect method 

The system supports HTTP and serial port switching schemes 

     

20.1.1 packet format 

The commands sent by the central control to the device and the responses sent by the device to 

the central control are all encapsulated into data packets. Each data packet starts with the 

$ character and ends with the ^ character, as shown in the following figure: 

Op represents an operation command, one character.

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21. Maintenance and troubleshooting
